Ministry of Culture of the Russian Federation, State Russian House of Folk Arts, Culture`s Committee of the Volgograd Regional Administration, Volgograd Regional Scientific and Productive Center “Culture” organize the 2nd International Festival of Brass Music “A Cup of Stalingrad” in city of Volgograd, May 13th -16th, 2010. The Festival is dedicated to the 65-th Anniversary of the Victory in the Great Patriotic War.


Purposes of the Festival are to promote further development of brass music in different areas and regions of the Russian Federation as well as to improve international cultural co-operation for the sake of peace, friendship and mutual understanding among nations.

General Regulations

Into the framework of the Festival a contest of orchestras will be organized by the categories:

· children orchestras;

· students orchestras;

· adult amateurs orchestras;

· professional orchestras.

It is allowed up to 20% of adult musicians for participation in children orchestras.

The program of the Festival includes the contest auditions, concerts in different places in and around the city, parade, theatrical and music gala “Grand Band Show”, concert of composite orchestra on the historical site of the Mamay`s Hill.

To apply for the participation, some materials about the orchestra:

· DVD with the orchestra’s presentation (not less 20 minutes) as well as the “street performance” for the “Grand-Band-Show” (up to 10 minutes). The presented recordings should be dated 2009.

· History and repertoire of the orchestra.

· Information about the conductor.

· 2-3 color photos of the orchestra in concert costumes.

· Filled Application Form (enclosed)

it needs to send before December, 15st, 2009 to the postal address mentioned below.

After the selection an official invitation will be sent to the selected orchestras together with the repertoire to be performed in the composite orchestra performance on the Mamay`s Hill. 

The contest program should reflect individual artistic features (genre, theme tendency) and style of each orchestra, performing possibilities of the orchestra, artistic and professional skills of the groups and solo performers.

The contest program includes:

· compositions on patriotic and heroic topics;

· original pieces (of small forms) for brass band (including traditional genres – waltzes, marches, polkas), arrangements of folk music;

· arrangements of classical, varieties, jazz music for brass band appropriate to the orchestra’s individual artistic possibilities and differences in style;

· pieces for solo vocal and solo music performers accompanied by the orchestra.

All the participating orchestras will present on stage during the contest a program up to 20 minutes, and program up to 10 minutes for the street performance.

An international jury will qualify the contest presentations of each orchestra. The decisions of the jury will be registered officially in the Protocol of the Contest.

Winners of the Contest will be awarded with the title of Laureate, Diplomas and special Festival Prizes. The Grand Prix winner will be awarded with “A Cup of Stalingrad”.

Financial conditions: 

All the participants will pay their travel expenses to Volgograd and back. Accommodation, meals and local transport will be covered by the Organizing Committee.
